Mixing
First, milk and other essential ingredients are combined to ensure the right balance of 
nutrients and a uniform distribution. 

Heating
The mixture is then heated to kill harmful bacteria, making it safe for consumption, and to 
evaporate most of the water in powdered formula.

Drying (for powdered formula)
The liquid mixture is quickly dried into powder to keep it free from germs and ensure 
product stability and the right texture and taste for babies.

Addition of heat-sensitive ingredients
Heat-sensitive ingredients like vitamins are added at the end and mixed thoroughly to 
ensure even distribution and the correct nutrient mix.

Packaging
Finally, the powder or liquid is placed in clean containers to keep it safe, fresh and ready to 
use until the end of its shelf life.
